You are to visit two during the 8 week course and write a 1-2 page report on your experience. You may visit any of these places of worship any time throughout the 8 weeks.  Report is due no later than the last week of class.
Native American - Each Friday evening there is a Sweat Lodge Ceremony in South Omaha, held at The Fred LeRoy Health and Wellness Center, 2602 J Street, Omaha, NE 68107 - Phone 402-733-3612. Guests are welcome, but it is apropriate to call ahead to let them know you are coming. Please call Dan for further instruction, if you'd like to attend. 
Hindu - You are welcome to visit the Hindu Temple located at 131st and Arbor St. in Omaha. You are encouraged to call 697-8546 to check times when they are open, before stopping in. You might also check out their website at www.hindutemplenebraska.org for directions and get a glimpse at what you can expect to see inside.
Buddhism - If you can, visit the Zen Buddhist Center located at 3625 Lafayette Ave., just two blocks North of the Salvation Army building and next door to the Augustana Lutheran Church. They meet for 'sitting meditation' on Sunday mornings and can be contacted by calling Rev. Judaism - You have choices around Omaha when it comes to visiting a Jewish religious services. Friday evening is usually the less formal and more open service for visitors... They also meet on Saturday mornings... either Temple Israel www.templeisrael-ne.org  (Reformed) or Beth El Synagogue www.bethel-omaha.org (Conservative) are welcoming places for visitors. Check their websites for information on times of services and locations.
Christianity - Visit a church of another tradition... if you are Catholic attend a Protestant service; if Protestant then visit a Catholic service. Either one could visit St. John's Orthodox church, located at 602 Park Ave., (just west of 480 on St. Mary's Ave.) and can be reached at 402.345.7103.
Islam – You may visit the mosque, but first visit their website http://www.icomaha.org/ and see what you can learn from this 'virtual' look at the local expression of the Muslim faith. Their primary time of worship is Friday early afternoon. The Mosque is located on 3511 N. 73rd St. just a few blocks north of Maple Street. AS with the other faiths, I suggest you call first to clarify what times they meet and for how long, what to wear and when to arrive.
