	This includes:  Verifying order including the five rights (ensure name and date of birth), identifying allergies, and gathering supplies.  
	

	Prepares patient for procedure
	

	This includes:  Reviewing the patients’ medical records identifying patient, explain procedure to patient, performing hand hygiene and donning clean gloves
	

	
	

	1. Prepared for IV catheter insertion 

a. Performed hand hygiene and donned clean gloves
b. Open J-loop and remove cap.  Prime J-loop with sterile saline (0.9%).  Maintain sterility of end by placing in package after priming.  
c. Positioned client with arm below heart level.
d. Applied tourniquet at least 6 inches above projected site.
e. Identified most distal vein possible.  Avoid fragile areas.  Choose a site that will not disrupt ADL’s.  
f. Released tourniquet
g. Prepped skin using 3 alcohol or povidone-iodine swabs.   Using friction with first swab in a horizontal plane, second a vertical plane, last swab with a circular motion (moving from insertion site outward). Do not touch skin at site after cleansing.  
h. Reapplied tourniquet.  
	

	2. Inserted IV catheter

a. Removed needle or catheter from protective cover and held it bevel-up with dominant hand at 30-degree angle to skin, directly over parallel to vein.

b. Hold skin taut 1-2 inches near site to hold vein in place.  Pierce through skin with one quick motion, decreasing the angle of needle or catheter to 15 degrees.

c. Continued advancing until blood return obtained, then advanced another ¼ inch to be sure it is well into vein.

d. Advance catheter off stylet until catheter hub rests at venipuncture site.  Continue to hold skin taut.  (IF used, advance safety device on catheter by using push-tab to thread the catheter.)

e. Stabilize catheter with one hand and release tourniquet. 

f. Apply gentle but firm pressure with index finger of non-dominant hand (1 ¼ inches) above insertion site.  For the safety device, glide the catheter off the stylet while gliding the protective guard over the stylet.  A click indicates device is locked over the stylet.  Remove the stylet.  

g. Hold catheter firmly with dominant hand and attach pre-filled J-loop.  Insert the prefilled 10 ml syringe containing flush solution into injection cap.  Flush J-loop slowly with solution.        
	

	3. Secured catheter.

a.   Secure catheter with nondominant hand while preparing to apply dressing.  Carefully remove adherent backing.  Apply one edge of dressing over the IV site and then gently smooth remaining dressing.  Leave connection between IV tubing and catheter hub uncovered (Potter and Perry has applicable photos; Page 975 in Ninth edition) 

b. Remove outer covering and smooth dressing gently over site.  

c. Take a one inch piece of tape and place it from end of hub of catheter to insertion site, over transparent dressing.
